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NB -  Old circuit entrance no longer exists.  The new one is at CT4 6RX.  Access Friday is 12.30-9pm, gates then close till 7am Sat.  Late arrivals park on the access road but don’t block it.  All competitors must exit the circuit by 9pm Sunday.

1. Welcome to our first race meeting of 2024.  We hope that you will have a safe and enjoyable event.  Please be vigilant and get to Assembly in good time.  Late comers may be allowed to join the back of the grid at the discretion of the Clerk of the Course. (Fraser Greenroyd)   NB- this is a ‘no wets/no warmers’ meeting
2. Please study the running order and note the race you follow. There will be 3 tannoy calls for each race and we will be using Mixlr (if WiFi signal is strong enough)

3. All methanol machines must display a round orange day glow sticker (available from  Race office/ Tech bay)

4. As each race ends a red flag will be displayed on Hairy Hill, just after North Bend at the top of the circuit.  Exit left for return to the paddock.  Don’t pass the flag.  To claim that you have not seen it won’t be accepted and may incur a disqualification or a fine
5. The programme has Saturday’s first race grid positions.  Subsequent races will be decided on the previous race’s fastest laps.  Riders will be told of their position at Assembly and failure to go to the correct position will result in a time penalty (except for BSSO classes whose grid positions will be from their qualifying times).
6. Riders in back to back races must take their second race bike to Assembly ready to race, prior to going there with their first race bike.
7. Each machine must have a transponder bracket and this must be used. (available from signing on office) Machines without one will fail technical inspection.  Riders with their own transponder must give its number on their entry form. Those with more than one machine may use the same transponder but must inform race control of this. 
8. The condition of the circuit will be announced over the paddock tannoy at the start of the meeting.  Any changes during the meeting will be announced the same way.
9. Machine recovery will be at the discretion of the Clerk of the Course who will endeavour not to leave riders out on circuit any longer than is necessary.
10. Riders must obey instructions given by an official, marshal or medic if they break down or fall off.  They must not attempt to repair or adjust the machine at the side of the circuit or coast back to the paddock.  
11. All Fallers must go with their machine directly to tech control where they will be given a FTR form.  The medic must complete this form and the faller have their equipment and machine reassessed in Tech Bay before a return to track is permitted.  
12. BHRC have a zero tolerance policy to abuse of all officials/volunteers/medical staff. 
13. If a black flag with central orange circle is shown at the start line and Devil’s Elbow with a rider’s number, that rider must pull off the track immediately 
14. No race engines to be run during lunch, or before 9am or after 6pm (Saturday) or before 10.30am or after 4pm (Sunday).  No generators or loud noise after 11pm 
15. Technical Inspection on Friday is at the tech team’s discretion. Machines must be presented in a clean/tidy state or may result in a refusal to inspect.  Number plates must comply with ACU regulations.

Noise testing will take place on the exit of the circuit after your morning practice, there are track side microphones that will pick up noisy machines. Do not ignore noise related black flags or the race will be stopped.
16. Compulsory riders’ briefing at 8.15am Sat morning (Assembly)  PR6 briefing at 10am Sat (Cafe area).
17. Under 16 yr old’s only permitted in areas open to the public

18. Waste oil & petrol must be put in the designated containers provided or taken away from the circuit. Tyres must be taken away from the circuit.

19. Paddock roadways must be kept clear at all times. Crash helmets must be worn when riding motorcycles in the paddock. Riding cycles, scooters and all forms of paddock transport is forbidden between 9.00am and 6.00pm Saturday and between 10.30am and 4.00pm Sunday or until racing is completed, unless a BHRC dispensation pass is worn.
20. Lunch on Saturday will be taken as close to 1pm as possible.  There will be no lunch break on Sunday due to the late start (10:30) to maximise the running time.
